Jamaica hospitals are unable to handle their current patient load - this will only 
get worse if Saint Johns and Mary Immaculate close!

The Bottom Line... People Are Going To Die!!!
Even if you don't live or work in the area of these two hospitals, these closures still 
affect you.  If these two hospitals are permitted to close, another hospital near you is 
probably  next.  If  you  think  that  won't  happen  –  think  again!  In  a  2006  Berger 
Commission Report (NYS Department of Health was part of this commission), each of 
these two hospitals were found to be “... essential to the community ....” and it was 
recommended that they stay open.
